 FOR YOUNG ARTISTS

The Lansdowne Symphony Orchestra will hold auditions for young artists April 14, 2012 at the Settlement Music School, 4910 Wynnefield Avenue, Philadelphia, PA. 19102. Audition winners will be invited to perform with the Lansdowne Symphony Orchestra at its Young Artists’ Concert during the 2012-2013 season.
Instruments may include any standard orchestra instrument, piano, or voice. Each applicant should be prepared to play one movement of a concerto from the standard repertoire. Vocalists should prepare an Aria from the standard Operatic literature. It is suggested that the composition be memorized. Applicants must furnish their own accompanist. A list of pianists who have previously accompanied young artists is included. A second piano will be available for piano applicants. It is expected that applicants will be familiar with the entire work to be performed. The judges will select portions of the work to be played during the audition. Contestants will be judged on talent, artistic individuality, virtuosity, and projection as a performer. 
Applicants should be over 6 years old. Winners may be chosen from the following categories:


12 years and under


13-15 years


16-18 years


Vocalists up to age 23 years

Qualifying age will be determined at the time of audition. 
Applicants must reside and study within a 60 mile radius of Philadelphia. 
Applicants who have previously won the Lansdowne Competition may not compete again in the same age category. 
Auditions will be scheduled according to age group with the youngest beginning at 10 a.m. and the oldest contestants and vocalists auditioning in the early to mid afternoon. Given the number of auditions it is not possible to honor special requests for specific times.
All applicants should plan to arrive at least 20 minutes prior to their scheduled audition time. Practice rooms will be available. The application form must be accompanied by a non-refundable application fee of $30.00, payable to the Lansdowne Symphony Orchestra. The application must be post-marked by March 1, 2012.
